The Smarter Lunchrooms Movement (SLM) and UCCE in Farmersville!, UCCE Tulare County

University of California Cooperative Extension (UCCE) Tulare County has been partnering with the Farmersville High
School Director, Mr. James Lohry in joint effort to implement Smarter Lunchrooms Movement (SLM) strategies in his
cafeterias. Mr. Lohry has made an immense impact on his cafeterias over the past three years. He has been
instrumental in engaging the help and feedback of the Farmersville High School AVID class. Students gained experience
in teamwork, leadership skills, and gained understanding for the significance of being role models for healthy food
choices in their school. UCCE has worked successfully with both the AVID students and Mr. Lohry in documenting and
implementing the SLM strategies in Farmersville High School. Some of these changes include but are not limited to:
product placement to encourage healthy food selection, increased fruit consumption, new menu boards and signage

to promote healthier food options, and increased access to healthy beverages. Mr. Lohry and nutrition educator, Grilda
Gomez also coordinated a variety of food taste tests for the students to sample. The taste tests consisted of nutrition and
appealing foods prepared in the cafeteria for students to try and vote based on food preferences. The surveys collected
showed positive feedback for most all foods sampled. With the help of Mr. Lohry, UCCE, and the AVID class, Farmersville

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President Napolitano speaks at Oakland Chamber event, UCCE Alameda County

President Janet Napolitano drew on UC’s long history in Oakland and outlines its current commitment to the city when she delivered the keynote
address at the Oakland Chamber of Commerce’s 110th Annual Meeting and Awards Luncheon on June 10. Recalling the founding of the university at
13th and Franklin streets in 1869, she reminded the audience that California’s—and Oakland’s—commitment “to building a university we could call our
own—one that would be the equal of a Harvard or an Oxford—was strong and enduring.” Napolitano offered examples of the university’s commitment
to and impact on Oakland beyond its 1000-plus employees who spend time and money in the city. She noted student efforts in identifying vacant and
underused public property that could be converted to urban agriculture and student research with Urban Releaf, a nonprofit that has planted 14,000
trees in the city. And she called out the student-developed Snapily, a grocery shopping app aimed at low-income, at-risk Oakland residents who lack
access to healthy food near their homes. In addition, “UC Cooperative Extension offers nutrition and wellness classes at 22 senior centers and four

recovery shelters in Oakland, as well as childhood obesity training for teachers and parents, and gardening education at 28 more sites in the city.” Read
full article.

USDA Awards Grants to Tribal Nations for Nutrition Education Programs

Food, Nutrition and Consumer Services Under Secretary Kevin Concannon announced close to $1 million in grants to support nutrition education
programs for participants of the USDA’s Food Distribution Program on Indian Reservations (FDPIR). In total, 15 nutrition education projects serving
participants in 17 states were selected through a competitive award process that was open to tribal nations and state agencies that administer FDPIR.
“USDA is committed to working with American Indian communities to create a healthy start for children, and provide the nutrition assistance that will
lead to healthy lives,” Under Secretary Concannon said. “The awardees have developed creative, self-initiated projects designed to assist participants
with incorporating healthy foods and physical activity as daily lifestyle habits.” This program supports the Generation Indigenous (Gen-l) initiative by
helping to ensure tribal youth have access to healthy food—a challenge on reservations that often do not have access to grocery or other healthy
alternative except through USDA nutrition programs. Six of the awardees are located in areas receiving additional technical assistance through USDA’s
StrikeForce for Rural Growth and Opportunity Initiative, and one awardee is located in a community selected for the Obama Administration’s Promise
Zones Initiative. This funding will allow American Indian tribes like the Choctaw Nation of Oklahoma to expand and create new projects to better their
community. The Choctaw Nation’s 2015 FDPIR nutrition education grant will build on a project funded in 2014 to add a hoop house as a central location
to provide gardening education. This project will encourage FDPIR participants to increase their daily intake of fruits and vegetables by conducting food
demonstrations with foods that are grown and harvested as a result of hoop house activities. This is just one example of the steps that USDA is taking to
provide nutrition education among FDPIR participants that can lead to healthier lifestyle. The list of awardees in the Western Region includes:

It is an exciting time for kids to get creative with nutrition! Last week, the top kid chefs from the 2015 Healthy Lunchtime Challenge were announced,
and students across the country are Cooking up Change and getting connected to school food. The Check Out MyPlate Video Search provided another
opportunity for kids to showcase their creative thoughts and ideas about food and health. The video search was created and implemented by a group of
MyPlate National Strategic Partners to help educate and empower children to take healthy eating and physical activity into their own hands and bring it
to life via video. Parents and teachers of kids ages 2-18 in three age groups: (2-10, 11-13, and 14-18) were challenged to create a 60 second video
demonstrating a MyPlate inspired healthy eating message and a physical activity tip. Videos were accepted March 9 through April 30, 2015. The video
search resulted in over 100 submissions featuring kids across America. From the videos submitted it was clear that food and physical activity can be a fun
topic for kids.

Cross-Sector Responses to Obesity: Models for Change: Workshop Summary

Obesity affects 17 percent of children and adolescents and almost 36 percent of adults in the United States. In 2014, the IOM created the Roundtable on
Obesity Solutions to engage leadership from multiple sectors in responding to the obesity crisis. In the roundtable’s second workshop, which was held on
September 30, 2014, presenters explored ways in which sectors can work together to achieve more progress than would be possible with any sector
working on its own. The workshop explored models of cross-sector work that may reduce the prevalence and consequences of obesity; identified case
studies of cross-sector initiatives that engage partners from diverse fields; identified lessons learned from and barriers to established cross-sector
initiatives; and engaged participants in how to best apply the models or issues discussed in their communities and organizations. This document
summarizes the workshop.

“FNV” Launches New Marketing Campaign

A national campaign to promote fruits and vegetables using tactics traditionally favored by food and beverage companies launched in Fresno, California,
and Hampton Roads, Virginia. The FNV campaign—managed by the Partnership for a Healthier America (PHA) with a variety of partners, including the
Robert Wood Johnson Foundation—will include celebrity endorsements, viral marketing, local media buys, events and in-store marketing, among other
strategies. According to an evaluation released earlier this week, a marketing campaign for fresh produce initiated by PHA and the Produce Marketing
Association that uses Sesame Street characters found a 1-2 percent increase in sales of branded items among companies that have been involved with
the campaign for at least six months.

Healthy Eating Research, 2015 Call for Proposals, Deadlines: June 24, 2015 (3:00 PM ET) or August 12, 2015 (3:00 PM ET)
Healthy Eating Research has released its 2015 Call for Proposals (CFP). This CFP is for two types of awards aimed at providing advocates, decision-
makers, and policymakers with evidence to reverse the childhood obesity epidemic. The award types are Round 9 grants and RWJF New Connections
grants awarded through the Healthy Eating Research program. Approximately $2.75 million will be awarded under this CFP for the two award types. The
majority of grant funds will be awarded through the Healthy Eating Research 2015 CFP (approximately 90%) will be allocated to studies focused on some
aspect related to one or more of the following four RWIJF childhood obesity priority areas related to food and nutrition:

1. Ensure that all children enter kindergarten at a healthy weight.

2. Make a healthy school environment the norm and not the exception across the United States.

3. Make healthy foods and beverages the affordable, available, and desired choice in all neighborhoods and communities.

4. Eliminate the consumption of sugar-sweetened beverages among 0-5 year olds.

The remaining grant funds will support other topics of established or emerging importance. Research studies must focus on environmental or policy
strategies with strong potential to promote healthy eating and reduce excess calorie intake to support children in achieving a healthy weight. Target
population includes children and adolescents ages 0 to 18 and their families, including pregnant women and soon-to-be parents, who are members of
lower-income and racial and ethnic populations at highest risk for obesity.

Market
managers and farmers can leave with their SNAP authorization and potentially be able to receive free point-of-sale equipment to accept Electronic
Benefit Transfer (EBT) cards. This is a one-time event to start increasing sales for the summer market season while helping to expand access to California
grown produce to CalFresh households. USDA will also be on-site to answer questions about promoting markets and offering nutrition education. This
event will be open to any farmers market or direct-to-consumer farmer.
